This Chardonnay is sourced exclusively from the Piccadilly Valley sub-region of the Adelaide Hills, home of Ashton Hills.
The Piccadilly Valley is the coldest and wettest part of the region, ideal growing conditions for Chardonnay. Ferment was
sparked by indigenous yeasts and the wine matured in a combination of new and used French oak for nine months. 
Aromas of yellow peach, jasmin and white stonefruits. The palate is brimming with green mango, peach and nashi pear
with a hint of cashew from the subtle touch of French oak.

Intoxicating aromas of dark plum, liquorice,
blackberry and mocha soar out of the glass with tremendous intensity. Vanillin cedar, earth, fennel and spicy pepper notes
then chime in to add further complexity. Rich, refined and exceptionally long, the silky textured palate is awash with spicy
dark plum, liquorice, blackberry and mocha flavours. Lying beneath the wealth of fruit are vanillin cedar, earth, faint
leather and pepper characters.

Grower Champagne
Champagne is the world’s most famous sparkling wine. Hailing from the Champagne regions of France,
its biggest names are among the biggest names in wine: Moet, Dom Perignon, Veuve Clicquot, Cristal.
But there’s another side to Champagne: a universe of small-scale producers preserving ancient family
farming traditions and bottling wines you’ve never heard of.
These are the Grower Champagnes.
Grower Champagne is Champagne made by the farmer who grows the grapes that go into the bottle.

Jean Michel Carte Blanche Brut NV C﻿hampagne, France
Crafted from a blend of 50% Meunier, 40% Chardonnay, and 10% Pinot Noir, complemented by 50% reserve wines, this
champagne presents a captivating bright yellow color with a subtle golden hue. Its aromatic profile is a delightful medley of
fresh fruits, including apple, Mirabelle plum, and lemon, accompanied by nuanced notes of cut hay. The palate is a
harmonious interplay of joyous brightness and lush vivacity, revealing a delightful fruit pastille and concluding with an
enduring finish. 

Jean Michel Cep Extra NV C﻿hampagne, France
Blending Meunier, Chardonnay, and Pinot Noir in equal parts, this wine undergoes sulphite-free fermentation and bottling. It
showcases a golden color with straw reflections and a pure white foam. Aromatically mature, it exudes candied fruit notes like
quince or candied orange, complemented by a pronounced hint of honey. The palate offers a delightful freshness and good
length, featuring candied lemon notes and a subtle grilled touch that punctuates the finish.

2018 Elemart Robion Les Monets Extra Brut Millesime C﻿hampagne, France
An exquisite Pinot Meunier based Champagne from a small organic grower in the Ardre Valley. Les Monets is a small parcel of
old vine Meunier - kept on the lees for three years, and bottles with ~2 grams of dosage. The Meunier makes this Champagne
floral and spicy, with tons of fruit, but the low dosage keeps it very dry and racy. An ideal apertif-style champagne.

2018 Elemart Robion 60/40 Extra Brut C﻿hampagne, France
The 60/40 champagne captivates with its luminous and fluid pale yellow color, enhanced by deep yellow highlights in the
glass. Upon the initial scent, delicate fragrances of acacia, strawberry, and pineapple emerge, while aeration brings forth
additional notes of fresh hazelnut, peeled hazelnut, white peach, fresh pear, and fresh butter. Transitioning to the palate, this
champagne unfolds a pulpy fruity essence complemented by a lively interplay of lemony and orange acidity. The mid-palate
experience is harmonized by a limestone minerality, accompanied by a subtle saltiness and hints of iodine aroma.

Robert Barbichon Blanc de Blanc NV (Biodynamic Grower) Côte Des Bar C﻿hampagne, France
Champagne Robert Barbichon encapsulates four generations of dedication in the Côte des Bar, tending to 9 hectares of vines
with unwavering commitment to biodynamic practices. Certified by Demeter in 2012 for biodynamics and holding Ecocert &
AB certifications for organics, their champagne, matured for 36 months with 80% Chardonnay and 20% Pinot Blanc, unfolds
with floral notes of magnolia, citrus fruits, and pears. Fragrant and lively, it dances with appealing flavors of mint and lime, a
medley of white fruits, fine perlage, and well-balanced acidity, embodying the brilliance of artisanal craftsmanship.

Robert Barbichon Brut Reserve 4 Cepages NV Côte Des Bar C﻿hampagne, France
Champagne Robert Barbichon, a culmination of four generations in the Côte des Bar, tends to 9 hectares of vines with
unwavering dedication to biodynamic practices. Certified by Demeter in 2012 for biodynamics and holding Ecocert & AB
certifications for organics, their 4 Cépages is a unique offering, blending all four varietals from their estate. Typically, Pinot Noir
dominant, aged for 30 months on lees, it enchants with an elegant nose of peaches and almonds, delivering a fresh, linear
profile with impeccable balance.

Robert Barbichon Brut Blanc de Noir NV Côte Des Bar C﻿hampagne, France
In the glass, the Blanc de Noirs from Robet Barbichon shows a fine bouquet of ripe fruits such as pear and grapefruit. On the
palate nice and soft and round. Barbichon champagnes are simply something special. Mineral and yet very elegant, you will
be enchanted by each bottle again and again and encouraged to drink another.

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Champagne’s flavor, aroma, and experience on the palate is affected by the three grapes used in making
it: Chardonnay, Pinot Noir, and Pinot Meunier. Chardonnay is generally the main grape used in blending
Champagne (and nearly all Champagne is a blend), but some versions use only the black grapes.

Pommery Brut Apanage NV Champagne, France
The fine buttery almost pastry-based aromas are quickly joined by a bouquet of forest flowers and notes of candied citrus and blood orange.

Moët & Chandon Impérial NV Champagne, France
A sparkling bouquet: The vibrant intensity of green apple and citrus fruit, The freshness of mineral nuances and white flowers, The elegance of
blond notes (brioche, cereal, fresh nuts)

Champagne Louis Roederer Collection NV Reims, France
The bouquet is open and rich yet also wonderfully fresh. It offers an explosion of ripe, delicate fruit with intense notes of yellow fruit (mirabelle
plum) from the Pinot noir complemented by sweet citrus fruits (lemon meringue pie) and delicate notes of white flowers (jasmine) from the
Chardonnay. The nose opens up to reveal autolytic characters and evolves towards smoky, roasted notes and freshly baked pastries.

Champagne Taittinger Prestige NV Champagne, France 
The brilliant body is golden yellow in colour. The bubbles are fine, while the foam is discreet yet lingering. The nose, very open and expressive,
delivers aromas of fruit and brioche. it also gives off the fragrance of peach, white flowers (hawthorn, acacia) and vanilla pod.

 
Champagne Taittinger P﻿restige Rosé NV Champagne, France
Aromas of red fruits, freshly crushed wild raspberry, cherry, blackcurrant. The palate can be summed up in four words: lively,
fruity, fresh and elegant, as only a rosé blend can be.

2014 Champagne Taittinger Brut Millésimé Champagne, France
The nose of this 2014 vintage expresses beautiful complexity. There are floral aromas of hawthorn and pleasant notes of pear, kumquat,
verbena, gingerbread and white flowers, underpinned by a subtle minty note. On the palate, it releases superb energy; a fresh and dynamic
attack with floral tones such as honeysuckle combined with delightful notes of peach and citrus fruits. The finish is subtle with lovely long-
lasting aromas on top of pleasingly bitter orange peel. 

2014 Champagne Louis Roederer Cristal Brut Reims, France
Fruity palate with a silky texture, complemented by soft bubbles that are perfectly integrated and deliciously elegant. The purity and perfection
of the ripe yellow fruit melt into the intense chalky freshness, typical of Cristal, that is both powdery and saline. Dense, juicy, concentrated and
long on the mid-palate, thanks to the spicy and sappy structure resulting from partial ageing in large oak vats (foudres).

Ruin﻿art Blanc de Blancs Brut NV Reims, France 
The first nose reveals intense aromas of fresh fruit: ripe lemon, juicy pear, or freshly picked peach. The secondary aromas are more floral with
hints of white flowers, accompanied by a spicy touch combining ginger and pink peppercorns. Balancing tension with roundness, the
enveloping structure is highlighted by fresh aromas of ripe citrus and tropical fruit. With a long and delicate finale.

Ruinart Rose NV Reims, France 
First impressions reveal intense aromas of tropical fruit such as pomegranate, lychee and guava, complemented by floral essences of damask
rose and freshly picked red berries. Secondary aromas include hints of warm spices such as tonka bean and nutmeg. The elegant finish provides
notes of peppermint and pink grapefruit. 

2013 Dom Perignon Eparnay Champagne
Dom Perignon is the most recognisable Champagne worldwide.
Each vintage is a creation, singular and unique, that expresses both the character of the year, & the character of Dom Perignon. 
Rich, complex concentrated stone fruits, fresh croissants & a lingering oyster shell finish.

Handpicked Collection Tasmanian NV Tamar Valley, Tasmania
Led by Pinot Noir, this has a complex nose of salted peach, juniper berries, spiced apple and lemon curd. 

Chandon Brut NV Yarra Valley, Victoria
The result is a fresh, vibrant finish with hints of apple sorbet, lemon zest, sourdough and nougat.

Quartz Re﻿ef - Methode Traditionelle Sparkling Wine Central Otago, New Zealand
Pale yellow with a bouquet of green apple and hints of lime and brioche. On the palate, this is flirtatious and moreish.

Clover Hill Tasmanian Cuvée NV Pipers River Tasmania
Honeyed lemon and undertones of strawberry fill the palate which is driven by the natural crisp acidity typical Chardonnay dominant blend.

Christoph Hoch Kalkspitz Pet-Nat Blanc Gruner Veltliner Kremstal, Austria 
It offers flavors of lime, green apple, buckthorn, and grapefruit on the palate. 

House of Arras Brut Elite NV, Tasmania 
Red fruit driven with generous flavours, minerality and texture. Elegant palate with flavours of desiccate blood orange,
lychee, malted barley and truffle.

2023 Shaw + Smith Sauvignon Blanc Adelaide Hills, South Australia 
The cool season gave us flavours in the lemon, lime, and pink grapefruit spectrum, with a touch extra energy and acidity adding to the freshness.

2017 Tröpfltalhof 'Garnellen' Amphora Sauvignon Blanc IGT Alto Adige, Italia
Scents of yellow flowers, cedar, ginger, apricot, aromatic herbs and white pepper as well as balsamic and mineral hints.

2020 Cullen Grace Madeline S﻿auvignon Blanc Sémillon Margaret River,Western Australia 
Vibrant acidity, minerality, and texture, framing citrus, limes, kaffir lime, mandarine, cut grass and vanilla flavours.

2021 Domain Christian Sanc﻿erre Sancerre, France
Notes of citrus and lime on the palate and a touch of mint.

Pinot Gris & Grigio
You probably already knew that Pinot Gris and Pinot Grigio are the same wine.
What’s surprising is that this grayish-purple grape is also a mutation of Pinot Noir. 
Pinot Gris is famous for its refreshing citrus flavor and zesty acidity. 
The primary fruit flavors in Pinot Grigio are lime, lemon, pear, white nectarine and apple. Depending on
where the grapes are grown, Pinot Grigio can take on faint honeyed notes, floral aromas like honeysuckle,
and a saline-like minerality.
Is there a difference between Pinot Grigio and Pinot Gris? No, not technically speaking. They are the same.

2023 Keith Tulloch ‘Perdiem ﻿Pario’ Pinot Gris Hunter Valley, New South Australia 
Nutty spice and the waxy textures of macadamia and barley carry through on the palate with the fruit flavours of white peach, pear and lime zest.

2021 Domaine de L‘envol Pinot﻿ Gris Alsace, France 
The palate offers a harmonious blend of flavors juicy nectarines, subtle baking spice, and sweet almond notes.

2022 Gorgo Pi﻿not Grig﻿io delle Venezie Veneto, Italia
Fruity Pinot Grigio, with pleasurable notes of citrus and green apples. Soft, dry, fresh, lively and harmonious.

2023 The Pawn El Desperado Pinot Grigio Adelaide Hills, South Australia 
This wine shows aromas of melons and pears with a subtle hint of tropical and citrus fruits. 

Riesling
Tasting Riesling starts with intense aromas that rise from the glass (even when the wine is ice cold). This
aromatic wine offers primary fruit aromas of orchard fruits like nectarine, apricot, honey-crisp apple, and
pear. Besides fruit, you’ll often smell things like honeycomb, jasmine, or lime peel. On the palate, Riesling
has high acidity, similar to the levels in lemonade.

2020 Gustavshof Riesling Feinherb Rheinhessen, Germany 
Whether you smell it or taste it, you are met by a basket of fruits containing anything from apple to peach to pineapple.

2022 Alkoomi Collection Riesling Frankland River, Western Australia 
Mandarin peel + musk + citrus + talc

2022 Wirra Wirra Lost Watch Riesling Adelaide Hills, South Australia 
Freesia, jasmine and green apples dance the length of the palate. The fresh lime juice line and clarity keeps the wine flavoursome and focused.

2023 Henschke Peggys Hill Riesling Eden Valley,  South Australia 
Fragrant aromas of frangipani, white rose, almond blossom, lime leaf and white musk, with hints of jasmine and fresh herbs. 

2020 Jasci & Marchesani Histonium Riesling Abruzzo, Italy 
Pale colour with silvery tints. Fresh apple and bush peach drive the nose with wild flowers and cut grass. 

Organic & Biodynamic Wine
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Chardonnay

2023 Credaro ‘FiveTales’ Chardo﻿nnay Margaret River, Western Australia
The palate is medium-full bodied with stone fruit and fresh citrus flavours, with creamy biscuit characters from lees influence.

2022 The 12th Man﻿ Chardonnay Adelaide Hills, South Australia 
A rich blend of bright citrus and stone fruit characters combine with winemaking influences to produce a complex and textured palate.

2022 Silk﻿man Wines Chardonnay Hunter Valley, New South Wales
Oaky, creamy + buttery on the nose with aromas of beeswax. It's oily on the palate with flavours of b﻿urnt butter, lemon, lime + bitters.

2022 Rising Chardonnay Yarra Valley, Victoria
Vibrant pale straw in colour, with a nose of lemon oil, lavendar, wet rock minerality, and a sprikle of clove spice.

2022 Swinging Bridge Mrs Payten Chardonnay Orange, New South Australia 
Nose: Bright, fresh lemon juice, subtle blossoms and soft vanilla. Palate: Light bodied with pronounced, bright acidity. 

2020 Handpicked Wombat Creek Chardonnay Upper Yarra Valley, Victoria
Zesty grapefruit pith, quince blossom, lemon/lime citrus, intensely aromatic with flinty reduction, talcy minerality, and fine integrated oak.

Villet's Chardonnay unveils a harmonious blend of white fruit, hawthorn, and acacia notes. The palate's captivating minerality unveils an
impeccably balanced, refined, and spirited wine.

Concentrated citrus; lemon, lime, and orange. A long palate which right now is tightly wound, some funk and matchstick taking this wine to a
beautiful complex chardonnay heaven, poised now to open its song to the world and tell its story to all who partake in the drinking.

2﻿018 Stonestreet Upper Barn Chardonnay Alexander Valley, Sonoma, United States
Chardonnay from the Alexander Valley in Sonoma County, California. A typical American expression, with noted of honeysuckle
and vanilla. This is an exceptional high quality wine that is the perfect buttery, oaky wine to start off a meal.

Enveloping and﻿ aromatic, fruity, with notes of almond, apricot, orange blossom, and sage. On the palate it is fragrant, with a perfect balance
between acidity and flavours.

2020 Château﻿ de Parnay Blason Blanc Chenin Blanc Loire Valley, France
Blason Blanc presents itself with a pale yellow hue. Its nose is graced with exotic citrus aromas that introduce a delightful sense of freshness,
harmoniously mingling with the limestone minerality of the terroir.

NV Hollenburger Gruner Veltliner Kremstal, Austria
Lean, straightforward, juicy, racy acidity. Salty, smoky, flattering. Initially, the wine is austere on the palate but gradually evolves into an tangy
acidity with fresh, vibrant fruit. Lime zest, lemon grass, wet stone. Mouth feeling combines subtle saltiness with a hint of smokiness.

2019 Tenuta Stella Friula﻿no Collio, Friuli, Italia 
The aroma is full and fruity, reminiscent of citrus fruits, including the grapefruit peel and rosehip, with floral notes of violet.

The taste is dry with a
fragrant acidity providing length and balance.

Sea spray, rooibos, quince and lemon pith. Stone fruits tucked amidst the fray. A fine, textural, forceful and filigreed
finish, marked by a burst of fruit weight.

2020 Tenuta Gorghi Tondi DOC Sicilia Midor Cataratto Mazara del Vallo Sicilia, Italia 
The nose is intense, with clear notes of citrus and white flowers, including elderberry. On the palate is enveloping, fresh, rich
and persistent.
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Rose wine
Pink wine happily spans the colorspace between red and white wine, in a way, rosé is more like a state of
mind. 
Rosé happens when the skins of red grapes touch wine for only a short time. Where some red wines
ferment for weeks at a time on red grape skins, rosé wines are stained red for just a few hours.
The winemaker has complete control over the color of the wine, and removes the red grape skins (the
source of the red pigment) when the wine reaches the perfect color.
As you can imagine, nearly any red wine grape (from Cabernet Sauvignon to Syrah) can be used to make
rosé wine,

2022 Chateau La Go﻿rdonne B﻿IO Rose Côtes de Provence, France
Citrus and orange zest give this wine a crisp freshness. They back up the red-berry fruits and give the wine freshness. 

2023 First Creek ﻿Rosé Hunter Valley, New South Wales
A Perfectly balanced Rosé made with free run Merlot. Created with minimal intervention and a focus on the quality of fruit. The colour is subtle
pink, crisp and clear.

2023 Dry Gr﻿enache Rose  McLaren Vale, South Australia
The balance of bright citrus and complex umami (savoury) flavour lend a long and moreish quality to the wine, finishing with an elegant touch.

2022 M De Minu﻿ty AOP Cotes de Provence, France 
Red-berry notes dominate the wine’s bouquet. The crisp, juicy fruits are round and appetizing on the palate.

2022 La Chapelle Gordo﻿nne BIO Rose Côtes de Provence, France
Aromas of pink grapefruit, lime blossom and wild strawberry. Beautiful freshness with a silky, fine texture. A slightly lemony finish
and remarkable length.

2021 Domaine Ott “Clos Mireille Couer De Grain Provence, France
Stains the palate with juicy red berry, citrus fruit and lavender flavors that show very good depth as well as liveliness. Shows firm tension and
dusty mineral character on the long, penetrating finish, which leaves melon and blood orange notes behind.

Wild Nature Pro﻿s﻿ecco Rose NV Organic Veneto, Italia
Light pink sparkling wine with enticing notes of delicate berries and citrus. Red fruit flavours and a touch of savouriness which add complexity to
this new iconic Prosecco!

2023 Mrs Wigley Moscato Mclaren Vale South Australia 
Lychees, musk and a decadent, juicy sweetness are balanced with bright fruit acidity and gentle spritz in the Frizzante style

Pinot Noir

2020 Handpicked Collection Pinot Noir Tasmania 
Gorgeous aromas of rhubarb, cherry and rose petals. The palate sings with superfine, mouthcoating tannin and perfectly
balanced oak.

2022 Nanny Goat Vineyard Pinot Noir Central Otago, New Zealand
The palate is juicy and lively up front, brimming with red cherry, plum, lightly roasted coffee beans and just a hint of
sweet baking spice.

2023 Giant Steps﻿ Pinot Noir Yarra Valley Victoria
A bright crimson red. After a few good few swirls, aromas of ripe raspberries, black cherries, wild herbs and some crushed
violets soon emerge.

2022 Craggy Range Te Muna Pinot Noir Martinbourgh, New Zealand
An elegant palate with a warm core of brambled wild berries, porcini mushroom and red cherry in balance with the silk-
laden tannins, which perfectly frame the wine.

2019 Gustavshof Puristica Pinot Noir Rheinhessen, Germany
The aroma reveals notes of red fruits, such as cherries and berries, along with floral nuances and subtle spicy hints.

2022 Ashton Hills Estate Pinot Noir, Piccadilly Valley, Adelaide Hills. South Australia
Lifted strawberry, raspberry and bunchy herbs give way to the underlying darker fruits. Earthy notes and spice are
wrapped in subtle French oak.

2019 Riorret Lusatia Pinot Noir Yarra Valley, Victoria
Bright, medium red. Exotic dark fruits, spice and flowers.

Pinot Noir is the name of a grape, and the single-varietal wine produced from that grape. The name
comes from the French words for “pine” and “black,” a reference to the pine-cone shape of its clusters
on the vine and the color of the grapes.
At first glance, most Pinot Noir wines are pale to medium in color due to their thin skins. Pinot Noir has
a unique profile dominated by aroma compounds known as esters. These give it a complex array of
flavors, from ripe cherry and raspberry to intriguing undertones of forest floor, tea leaves, and
sometimes even clove.
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Burgundy or Bourgogne
What to expect: When tasting Burgundian Pinot Noir, you may note its more earthy and floral style. This
is part of Burgundy’s terroir.
The world’s most coveted Pinot Noir vines grow on a narrow, east-facing slope just South of Dijon.
Burgundy is a very old wine region and was first tended by Cistercian monks in the Middle Ages. 

Did you know? Bourgogne is the only wine region in France whose name is translated into different
languages: “Burgundy” in English , “Burgund” in German, “Borgogna” in Italian, to name but a few. 

2019 Jean Michel Giboulot Aux Fournaux 1er Cru Savigny Les Beaune, Burgundy, France
Its bouquet is a symphony of small red and black fruits, entwined with delicate floral notes of blackcurrant, cherry, and
raspberry, reminiscent of violets in bloom. The palate is full and carries subtle tannins, all the while retaining the essence of
the fruit.

2019 Jean Michel Giboulot Aux Serpentières 1er Cru Savigny Les Beaune, Burgundy, France
This wine unfurls with a captivating complexity on the nose, where the enchanting aroma of violets dances harmoniously
with the delightful presence of sour cherries.

2017 Brewer - Clifton Machado Sta Rita Hills California, United States
Has a complex bouquet of blackberries, caramelized orange peel, spice, and earth. It's a beautiful, elegant wine, with
medium to full-bodied richness, fine tannins, and a great finish.

2019 Jean  Michel Giboulot Clos du Roi 1er Cru  Beaune, Burgundy, France
The nose is a treasure trove of aromas, with black fruits like blackcurrant and blackberry intermingling harmoniously with red fruits such as
cherry and gooseberry. Beneath this fruity tapestry lies subtle hints of humus and the earthy underbrush. With the grace of aging, the wine
gradually unfolds notes of truffle, leather, and a delicate sprinkling of spices, enhancing its complexity.

2019 Huguenot Gevrey Chambertin 1er Cru Bourgogne Côte D’or, France
The elegant nose unveils black fruits and blueberries, while the palate offers a tender and supple texture with impressive
density and profound depth. 

2019 Huguenot Charmes Chambertin Grand Cru Bourgogne Côte D’or, France
A captivating and expressive aroma leads to a palate that harmoniously blends ripeness with subtlety, resulting in a
remarkably velvety and smooth finish.

2017 Louis Jabot clos Vougeot Grand Cru Pinot Noir Bourgogne Côte D’or, France
Well-marked by toasty oak, this red's black cherry and plum flavors are buried today, but should shine through in time.
Broad-shouldered and dense, with dusty tannins.

2018 Louis Jabot clos Vougeot Grand Cru Pinot Noir Bourgogne Côte D’or, France
Notes of spicy wild berries, plums, rich soil tones, dark chocolate and espresso roast precede the 2018 Clos Vougeot Grand
Cru (Domaine Louis Jadot), a full-bodied, deep and concentrated wine that's firmly structured and built for the long haul.

2021 First Creek ‘﻿Regions’ Hunter Valley Shiraz Hunter Valley, New South Wales  
Generous, mouth filling, lovely toasty oak layered with rich blue fruits and mocha spice.

2021 Woodhenge Shiraz McLaren Vale, South Australia 
Emerging characters of raspberry jam, satsuma plum, star anise and milk chocolate flesh out the detail, with mocha, char and graphite to finish.

2019 Craggy Range Appellation Syrah Hawkes Bay, New Zealand
Tremendous aromatic lift, with lavender and sweet cherries rising from the glass. The palate has significant density but a perfect
balance that already encourages drinking.

2023 Henschke ‘Five Shilling‘ Shiraz Mataro Barossa Valley, South Australia   
The palate is rich, plush and textural with intense blue fruits and spice, layered with violets and black pepper, balanced by fresh
acidity and fine tannins for a long finish.

2020 Wirra Wirra Amator Shiraz McLaren Vale, South Australia 
Broody, dark fruits and savoury flavour are encased in a rustic frame of gravelly, spicy tannin.

2021 Head ‘HeadRed’ Shiraz Barossa Valley, South Australia  
The mild and cool conditions gave the vines time to produce fruit (particularly shiraz) that has both powerful tannins & rich flavours.

2022 Yangarra Shiraz McLaren Vale, South Australia
A favourable growing season, with good winter rains, a mild flowering and fruit set period and continued spring rainfall. Vines
showed good balance of shoot vigour and moderate berry size. 

2022 MMAD Shiraz McLaren Vale, South Australia
This wine shows lovely pure violet and blueberry aromas, some earth, dark salted chocolate notes, and ripe mouthwatering tannins.

2016 Henschke Mt Edelstone Shiraz Barossa Valley, South Australia
Fragrant, spicy aromas of black pepper, sage, bay leaf and anise are interwoven with vibrant Satsuma plum, blackberry and
blueberry, and gentle tarragon and cedar notes.

2018 Two Hands ‘Ares’ Shiraz Barossa Valley, South Australia 
The immediate bouquet throws you roasted meat, pain grille, dried herbs, both blue and black berries, sage, warm earth and tea
leaf. The palate is silky and soft.

2014 Handpicked Numbered Series No.1 Shiraz Victoria
Raspberries and blackberries, cracked black pepper on the nose with the sweet aroma of rich, organic fuelled soil.
Perfectly ripe raspberries and blackberries explode on the palate, which is round and seductive with well integrated French oak
acting as seasoning to the savoury notes.

Are Syrah and Shiraz the same grape?
In a word - yes.
Syrah and Shiraz are actually just two different names for the same grape variety.
In Australia, this red grape variety is called Shiraz, and that's the term we Aussies are most familiar
with.
Syrah is originally a French word, but also in the rest of the world, this variety is called Syrah.

Shiraz & Syrah
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Merlot
Merlot can be a bit of a chameleon; ranging from fruity, smooth and easy-going to age-worthy, full-
bodied, and sophisticated. Often mistaken for its blending partner, Cabernet Sauvignon, Merlot is not
one to be underestimated.
Merlot is a great wine to play with, as it matches with a wide variety of foods. Don’t be afraid to
experiment!

2016 Hickinbotha﻿m ‘TheRevivalist’ Merlot McLaren Vale, South Australia 
The Revivalist Merlot shows dark plum and savoury notes of a little toast, raw cocoa, and Caffe latte. The silky tannins are accompanied by a long finish.

2021 Te Mata Estate Awatea Vine﻿yard Cab/Merlot Hawkes Bay, New Zealand  
Notes of cola and cassis, bay leaf, lavender, and tapenade. Ripe acid and long tannins give a layered richness that builds in length and texture.

2022 Farm Series Robert Stein Merlot Mudgee, New South Wales
This Merlot displays forest fruit and plum characters, dark chocolate flavours in the mouth, with a supple medium weight tannin finish.

2020 Il Brolo Rosso Veneto IGT Tra I Gelsi Merlot Veneto, Italy 
The aroma of wild berries, cherries, and black cherries is even detected, giving the wine a unique personality.
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Tempranillo
Spanish Tempranillo delivers contrasting flavors of leather and cherries. The finer the wine, the more
balance there is between earth and fruit. The finish is typically smooth and lingers with the taste of
tannin on both sides of your mouth. Tempranillo wines from New World regions, including
Argentina, Mexico, and the United States, generally offer more fruit flavors like cherry and tomato-
sauce, followed by chunky tannins and less earthy notes. 

2023 Nick O‘ Leary Tempranillo Canberra District, New South Australia 
Cherries, plums, tobacco with very persistent tannin. Unmistakably Tempranillo while retaining a very ‘Canberra’ sense of
place and staying true to our house style. 

2021 Vina Ljalba Joven Tempranillo  Rioja, Spain
Violet colour, with a fresh vibrant aroma of red fruit, typical of Tempranillo. On the palate it is full-bodied, fresh and full of
flavour, with a concentration of red berries. 

2020 Bodegas Tempore IGP Bajo Aragon Independent Tempranillo Aragon, Spain 
It has a clear and fruity aroma, typical of the Tempranillo grape (strawberries and blackberries), and a crimson purple –
maroon hue. It is extremely gentle on the palate.
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Sangiovese 
It might surprise you to know that Sangiovese is actually quite scarse outside of Italy. In terms of world
plantings, Sangiovese is less abundant than even little-known Mourvedre.  
The Sangiovese grape is a bit of a chameleon; easily altering its genetics to fit the environment. There
are many different mutations of the variety all over Italy, which results in very different tasting wines. 
2022 Tar & Roses Sangiovese Heathcote & Central, Victoria
Attractive lifted terracotta clay characters with rose water and red cherries. Hints of clove and cinnamon spice.

2021 Becconcini Chianti Antiche Vie DOCG Toscana, Italia
Infused with fragrant violets and deep black fruits, it presents a rounded yet firm taste, culminating in a lasting tart finish.
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Cabernet Sauvignon & Blends
The world’s most popular red wine grape is a natural cross between Cabernet Franc and Sauvignon
Blanc from Bordeaux, France. Cabernet Sauvignon is loved for its high concentration and age
worthiness.
Cabernet Sauvignon is one of the more complex and layered wines out there. It has higher tannins and
a savory character often described as black pepper and tobacco.

2021 Wirra Wirra Church Block Cabernet-Shiraz-Merlot Mclaren Vale, South Australia 
Sweet and fragrant red currants, dark cherries and blackberries sit comfortably with aromas of dark chocolate, cinnamon and
nutmeg.

2021 Hesketh Regional Selection Cabernet Coonawarra, South Australia  
Lifted nose with dark cherries and hints of chocolate.

2020 Ashbrook Estate Cabernet Sauvignon Margaret River, Western Australia  
Bright ruby with purple hues. Aromas of redcurrants, cherry plum, raspberry compôte, vanilla and spice.

2020 Snake + Herring “Outshined” Cabernet Sauvignon Wilyabrup Margaret River, Australia 
 Brimming with a blackcurrant, black olive and bay leaf thing on the nose. The palate is rich and textured with a chocolate black fruit density.

2018 Tröpfltalhof S﻿torlo﻿nd Merlot-Cabern﻿et Sud Tirol, Italia
 ruby elixir, unveiling captivating scents of berries, plums, and cherries, intertwined with hints of pepper, sweet spices, blood
oranges, and delicate balsamic notes. 

2021 Hickinbotham Clarend﻿o﻿n Trueman Cabernet Sauvignon McLaren Vale, South Australia
Violet, blueberry, purple olive and cedar aromas lead to rich blueberry, blackberry and plum flavours.

2021 Te Mata Estate Collerain﻿e Cabernet Merlot Hawkes B﻿ay, New Zealand 
Dark and intense, lots of perfume. Medium to full-bodied, a flood of flavour, super 'mineral' feel to the acidity, tannin is superb,
and the finish is so long.

2017 Stonestreet Rockfall Cabernet Sauvignon Alexander Valley Sonoma, United States 
Bold aromas of Santa Rosa plum, black cherry, and dark berry overlay nuanced undercurrents of mountain scrub, bramble, and
toasty brown baking spice.

2019 Cullen Vanya Cabernet Sauvignon Margaret River, Western Australia 
Chocolate, ironstone, violets, rose, mulberry, red capsicum

2018 Cardinale Cabernet Sauvignon Napa Valley, California, United States 
Generous notes of dark chocolate balance beautifully with a blue and black fruit flavor explosion, finishing with a subtle whisper
of rose petal.
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Bordeaux Blend
A red Bordeaux blend is primarily composed of Cabernet Sauvignon, Merlot, and Cabernet Franc, with
smaller portions of Malbec and Petit Verdot (and very occasionally, Carménère).

2019 Man O‘War ‘Ironclad‘ Bordeaux Blend Waiheke Island, New Zealand 
Dark black and red berry fruits, graphite, new leather, smoke, spice, and the smell of the sea.

2021 Chateau Couronneau Bourdeaux Supérieur Rouge Bourdeaux, France 
Spicy notes like cloves and liquorice that mingle with candied fruit flavours
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Gamay & Grenache
Gamay is a red grape varietal that originated in the Beaujolais region of France. It is known for
producing light to medium-bodied wines with vibrant acidity and low tannins. On the palate, Gamay
wines are lively and refreshing, with flavors that range from juicy red fruits to subtle earthy notes.

Grenache wines are typically deep ruby in color, with aromas of ripe red and black fruits, such as
blackberries and raspberries.
